FULL TIME: Complete program with 4 days and 3 nights (with all meals and lodging) 
and small group Bible study and cabin sharing. Best value! 
1 DAY COMMUTER: Choice of one full conference day (12/27 or 12/28) with lunch and 
dinner (no overnight lodging).

YOUNG ADULT: Hotel-style room with attached bathroom and linens (sheets, towels, 
blankets, pillows). Married couples will be housed together; list your spouse’s name on 
the registration form 
STUDENT: Please bring your own sleeping bag and linen

Transportation 
Mount Hermon Christian Conference Center is located in the Santa Cruz mountains off 
Highway 17. Estimated driving time is 2 hours from San Francisco and 6 hours from 
Los Angeles. If you choose to fly, carpools from San Jose (SJC) airport are available. 
 
A map with driving instructions is posted on the WCCCC website and will be included 
in your confirmation letter. The local transportation coordinators can help setup 
carpools to/from the conference for full time conferees. A transportation subsidy for 
students outside Northern California is available; complete the SCHOLARSHIP FOR 
STUDENTS section.
